SAFETY PROCEDURES
SECURITY

· Upon check-in, you will receive an emergency contact number for the Manager on duty.

· In case of an emergency during the night, Camp Staff will reside in room #1 at the Staff House.

· The gate to the facility remains unlocked while guests are present; however, the gate will be closed and secured by the Group Leader.

· Guests are encouraged to remain at the facility after the gates are closed.  Please inform the Group Leader of any guests arriving late at night.

· Camp Manager must be informed of any visitors not registered with the group.

· Security lights are stationed throughout the facility; however, we encourage guests to bring a flashlight.

· Guests are encouraged to stay on walkways, roads and major paths to ensure their safety.

· Adult supervision of youth is required at all times.
· Adult must sleep with youth one per side of cabin.

· Shirts, pants and shoes must be worn at all times when guests are outside their cabin.
· Cabins and meeting rooms do not have keys for general usage.  Securing valuable items is the responsibility of the guest.  The camp is not liable for lost or stolen times.

· All campers must be in a group activity after 10:00 PM
SAFETY

· Immediately notify the Camp Manager in case of an accident or injury.

· The group agrees to hold Camp Clements harmless from and against all claims, actions, damages, liabilities, and expenses of any kind or nature arising from any personal or bodily injury and/or damage to property arising from the group’s usage of the facilities.

· Your group should provide your own first aid supplies and medical staff

· In the event of a severe emergency, the closest hospital is the White Co. Hospital in Sparta, TN.  The hospital is approximately 15 miles from the facility.

· In the event of a severe emergency, guests should dial 9-1-1 for assistance.  Group leaders are expected to contact the Camp Manager on duty.
· Group leaders should communicate with their participants a plan of action in case of emergency.

· In case of an accident: immediately contact a staff member.  Remain calm, leave someone with the victim while you go to get help, and do not attempt to move the victim.

· In case of a fire: remain calm, account for all individuals in the group, do not go back into the burning building.  Report the fire to a staff member.

· In case of severe weather: remain calm, take cover, and go inside the nearest building but stay away from the windows.  Remain in the building until the weather has cleared or you have received instruction from the group leader or camp staff.

· In case of a power outage: remain inside the building until power is regained or you are given instructions by a camp staff member.

RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES AND PROCEDURES
Overview
· Activities can be requested through the Reservation Form or follow-up contact.
· Requesting additional activities may increase the rate for participants.

· Dates and times must be requested on the guaranteed number form enclosed.

· Adult supervision is required during all activities.

· Camp Staff reserves the right to dismiss a guess from a recreational area/activity if rules are not being followed.

Bonfires

· Guests are not permitted to build fires; with out prior approval from camp staff.

· Each bonfire will be built in a designated fire ring at the amphitheater.

· The bonfire will be lit by the group leader.

· Guest are advised to bring a flashlight for foot travel to and from the amphitheater.

Canoes and Kayaks
· The canoes and kayaks are located behind the Administration Building on the waterfront.

· A group leader must be present to regulate canoe and boat usage.

· Guests must wear a life preserver at all times.

· Guests must keep their canoe or boat in the designated water area.

· Horseplay, including flipping canoes and lake swimming, is prohibited.

Drink Machines/Snacks
· Drink machines are located at Swimming Pool and Gym
· Candy and chips for sale at the front counter. (Adm. Bldg.)
· Camp T-Shirts on sale at the front counter. (Adm. Bldg.)
· Equipment for the following recreational activities is distributed in the Administration Building:  volleyball, basketball, softball and football.

LOW ROPES COURSE

· Activity must be requested no less than three weeks in advance.

· Camp Clements reserves the right to close the activity when weather conditions pose a risk to the safety of the participants.

· Camp Clements will provide trained instructors.

· Participant’s attire should be appropriate for the activities.  Jewelry and non-prescription sunglasses should not be worn.  Participants wearing glasses or contacts should take precautions necessary for outdoor physical activities.

SWIMMING POOL

· Lifeguards will be supplied by Camp Clements during the group’s scheduled time.

· Adult supervision of youth is required even though lifeguards are on duty.

· Guest must follow the posted pool rules and the directions of the lifeguards on duty.

· Camp Clements reserves the right to close the activity when weather conditions pose a risk to the safety of swimmers.

NO MORE THAN 50 SWIMMERS AT EACH SESSION AND THREE CERTIFIED LIFEGUARDS MUST BE ON DUTY.
